There will be a 
sign-up sheet for ticket sellers at the next 
two rehearsals.

Tickets prices are $1.00 per ticket, $3.00 
for five tickets, and $5.00 for an arm’s 
length. These are the standard prices set 
by the Expos management for 
consistency and ease of selling to the 
fans. 
 
The money will be counted and the 
winning ticket selected at the New York 
Life Guest Relations Booth between the 
end of the 5th inning and the end of the 
6th inning so the public address 
announcer can announce the winning 
ticket at the beginning of the seventh 
inning. The winning ticket must be 
drawn IN the Guest Relations Booth 
witnessed by a Vermont Expos 
representative.
